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OUR INSTRUCTIONAL PR _OGRAMS
Curriculum & Instruction at CSEE

The instructional program at the Charter School of Educational Excellence is specifically designed

to meet all of the New York State Learning Standards. Our goal i s to meet and exceed performance
and assessment standards in students. Instruction is age/grade appropriate with strong emphasis

on the development of students' social and academic skills through character building activities.

See description of program s below.

Core Knowledge

CSEE utilizes a proprietarystandards-based Core Knowledge curriculum to teach history, science,
geography, literature and fine arts at a high academic levelStudents will follow a sequence of
instru ction by themes from Septembeto June.

Creative Thematic Enrichment
CSEE uses thematic units that combine reading, math, art, dance, music, computer skills and field trips
into enjoyable and informative lessons.

Balanced Literacy/Balanced Math

Our Balanced Literacy program usesuwhentic literature, independent reading, author studies, genre
studies, and the writing process.Balanced Math incorporates many of these language elements into
the math curriculum.

Hands-On Science & Technology
Our handson curriculum teaches the fundamentals of science while encouraging exploration and
analysis. Technology and computer skills are incorporated into the curriculum in all grades.

Core Knowledge

Core Knowledge is a detailed outline that provides a common base of curriculum content for
language arts, history, geography, mathematics, science, art, and music at the Academy. The Core
program has been called a gifted program for all children. It is designed to encourage steady
academic progress for children to build skills from one year to the next. Core prevents repetition

and gaps in instruction that occurs when schools lack a definitive curriculum guideline.

The Core Sequence is also based on k nowledge of cultural diversity, so students celebrate and
under stand each othero&s heritage. Core stresses the
students should have, and, in the Core Sequence, there are many opportunities to sing, dance,

listen to music, play, act, read and write poetry, draw, paint, and make objects. Students are also

exposed to fine paintings and musical compositions. With this basic arts foundation, our students

are able to participate in and communicate ideas and feelings about arts experiences.

English Language Arts and Literacy Development

O English Language Arts (ELA)
Our Curriculum has interwoven literature from our Scott Foresman Literacy Program, Core
Knowledge and skills with all learning activities. Our students f ind related meanings in all
stories and literary content as they study the countries and cities of the story settings and
characters, and even the language, music, and art of the country and time period in which
the stories take place.

O Reading
Our reading program is designed to teach every student how to read. Students read books
at their independent reading level and share their thinking with their peers while teachers
confer individually and in small groups to move students forward in the continuum of

reading. While r eading skills and strategies are tailored to the needs and le vel of each
ind ividual student, aligned with ongoing reading assessment and practice, areas in need of
reinforcement are supported as needed. All curricula, including mathematics , social
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studies, health, science, art, and music, have incorporated reading practices to support
learning in all the academic subject areas. Students at CSEE have opportunities to utilize

and practice critical thinking skills to solve math problems; expl ore historical biographies;
investigate issues that relate to a healthy mind and body; conduct animal studies; and
research to learn about great artists and musicians and complete written projects.

O Writing
Our writing initiative is taught during the Wri t er s 6 Wo where hstugents receive
explicit writing instruction through a mini -lesson. The components of the mini  -lesson

provide students with the opportunity to try out what was modeled by the teacher (active
engagement) and then students use those st rategies as they write independently for a
structured period of time. The teacher then confers individually or holds guided writing
small group lessons to move students forward as writers. Students go through this daily
writing process guided by the 6 & 1 Traits of Writing

Additionally, writing has been integrated i nt o al | curricul a, and foc
abilities to engage in the writing process which includes preparing written drafts for

editing and evaluation. Final edited drafts corrected in grammar and punctuation, with
detailed and well -f or matted stories and poems, are then 0p
classrooms, hallways or filed into student portfolios. All students have the opportunity to

enjoy author studies, which often culminate in meeting real authors, or journalists who

model exemplary methods of writing and editing.

O Listening
Students are engaged throughout the day in activities that promote listening skills. Our
student -centered classrooms focus on encouraging active listeni ng and sharing of ideas in
a cooperative learning environment. Through guided listening activities, read -a-louds and
graphic organizers, students develop note -taking skills to develop effective test -taking

strategies in preparation for the NYS exams.

O Speaking
Students are engaged in developing a repertoire of words appropriate to formal and social
situations. Students will listen to and present oral presentations to develop the skill of
expressing personal points of view, formulating opinions and judgmen ts and fluently
artic ulating their understanding of the world, views and people around them.

MATHEMATICS

Everyday Mathematics was developed through the University of Chicago School Mathematics
Project for children in the elementary grades to develop math ematical literacy and become life -
long analytical thinkers. Everyday Math begins with the premise that students can and must learn

more mathematics than has been expected in the past and that they be given opportunities to
experiment with math in real -lif e situations. Our Everyday Mathematics curriculum encourages
children to develop problem solving skills through sophisticated processes of collecting and
analyzing data to solve problems through the integrated study of number systems

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SCIENCE

Our Science curriculum is a research -based, real -life, hands -on app roach to learning science. The
program consists of learning three units of studies in science aligned to the New York State
Standards, which include:

O Life Science
O Earth Science
O Physical Science

We use several tools to supplement the program in order t 0 give students more comprehensive
experiences in science and prepare them for the 4 " grade New York State exam in Science (ESPET).
The Macmillan/McGraw -Hill Science textbook series is a complete and comprehensive standards -
based program that provides ac tivities for students to observe, question, hypothesize, experiment,

and draw conclusions. Using manipulatives students will be able to solve problems; interpret data;

predict outcomes and communicate their findings to demonstrate their understanding and

kno wledge of scientific concepts.

SOCIAL STUDIES

Students study a comprehensive history and geography curriculum, which is integrated with music
and art. Some topics presented in social studies include the study of Black History, Ancient Egypt,
Early A mericans, The Middle Ages, WWI and WWI, the French Revolution, and current events in
Latin America. Students learn and develop map skills, research techniques, awareness of cultures,
and of the United States and abroad.

MUSIC AND ART

The music and art  curriculum integrates social studies as its central theme, so that each history or
geography unit is broadened and enhanced with related music and art experiences. Some
exam ples of how our music and art are integrated in topics at each grade level:

Grad e 1: World Beliefs

Students shake maracas to the music of Tito Puente and Ravi Shankar.

Grade 2: Black History

Students visit the Studio Museum in Harlem and | i st en
learn about immigration.

Grade 3: Early Ameri cans

Students listen to the music of Aaron Copland.

Grade 4: The Constitution

Students examine the portraits of Gilbert Stuart.

LANGUAGES OTHER THAN ENGLISH

To promote cultural awareness and the appreciation and respect for other people, CSEE will teach its
children Spanish as a Second Language. The main component of the foreign language curriculum will be

Amigos: Spanish as a Second Language, published by REI America. This will be supplemented with
teacher -developed lessons that e ngage students in creat ive speaking and listening classroom activities.

The first goal of foreign language education is for students to communicate at a basic literacy level in one
language other than English. One of the goals of our Spanish program is to promote the acquisi tion and
proficiency of social language. Students will be able to understand basic commands and formulate simple

phrases.

The second goal of the program is for students to understand the interrelationship between language and
culture.  Students acquir e an appreciation forthe culture s that exist within our community and gain
an understanding of gestures and perceptions, and learn about folklore. This will help students develop
cross -cultural sensitivity and  understanding.
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION _

The Physical Education Curriculum enables students to master manipulative and large motor

skills. Students perform warm  -up and cool -down exercises both indoors and outdoors. Students
become competent in a variety of physical activities and especially skilled in a few. Our students
design a weight -control and stress -management system with skills for flexibility and physical
endurance. Students practice multi  -cultural games and dances to celebrate diversity, and they
mod ify these activities for students with disabilities. The safety awareness program helps develop
skills of cooperation, as students express concern for the safety of others.

Through physical education exercises, the language arts skills of listening, speaking, reading, and

writing are utilized in planning and organizing games and sports and in communicating to
classmates and teachers. Students also use interpersonal and character skills in their discussions

about games and sports. There are five Physical Education textbooks that coincide with the
curr iculum, including books for outdoor and indoor games and sports, total participation and self -
esteem, middle school fithess and skills, cross -curriculum programs, and international games and
dances. Students also learn about the influence of cult ure and media in issues of health and
community service.

ASSESSMENTS USED TOMONITOR PROGRESS AT CSEE

In addition to teacher -prepared tests and mandated New York State Elementary Assessments,
students enrolled in CSEE will take a series of curriculum -based exams which include the
following:

+ DIBELS is administered to students in Grades K -2 at the Beginning of the Year (Month 1 -3),
Middle of the Year (Month 4  -6), and End of Year (Month 7 -10).

¢ Victory Schools Interim Assessments will be administered every  two months to students
in Grades 3 -7. Grade 2 will take the Interim Assessments twice in the late spring.

School Assessments

In addition to the mandated New York State Assessments we are required to administer students
at specific grade levels, CSEE also assesses the ongoing prog ress of students throughout the year
utilizing the following assessments:

1. Victory Interim Assessments
2. DIBELS
3. Running Records

VICTORY INTERIM ASSE SSMENTS (English Language Arts & Mathematics)

Purpose/Description:

The purpos e of these assessments are to help teachers learn more about their students' strengths

and weaknesses relative to the state standards and the Victory Schools curriculum, so that

instru ction can be tailored to each student's particular needs. The goal of t hese brief assessments
is not to rank students or professional development staff, and curriculum specialists to support

better teaching and learning. Teachers are able to access the interim assessment Web site,
Homeroom, to determine assessment results an d explore resources that teacher can utilize to
create assig nments for students that target specific skills in critical areas identified as weaknesses.

The Victory Schools assessments consist of two 25 -question, 40 minute assessments (October and
November ) and one 40 -question, 60 minute assessment (spring) for each of the English Language

Arts and mathematics to be taken by all students in Grades 3 -6. In the spring, 25 -question, all
grade 2 students will also take 40 -minute assessments. Each assessment w ill be administered in
the traditional paper -and-pencil format on bubble -in scoring sheets. Upon completion, the
assessments will be scanned at the school. Results are accessible on the assessment site within 24
hours.

Utilizing the results and data of students' Interim Assessments, teachers will be able to access the

Princ eton website to analyze specific skills in need of improvement for each individual student/or

class. Teachers will also have the capabilities of creating activities on the site to support deficient

skills in reading and mathematics. It is expected that t eachers in Grades 3 -6 utilize these
techno logies to supplement instruction.  Teachers will receive username and password
information to access this website.

Dynamic Indicators of Basic Early Literacy Skills

DIBELS are a set of standardized, individually administered measure of early literacy development.
They are designed to be short (one minute) fluency measure used to regularly monitor the
development of pre -reading and early reading skills in students in Grades K -2.

The measures developed upon the essential early literacy domains report to assess student
development of phonological awareness, alphabetic understanding, and automaticity and fluency

with the code. Each measure demonstrates to be reliable and valid indicators of early literacy

develo pment and predictive of later reading proficiency to aid in the early identification of
students who are not progressing as expected. The results can be utilized to evaluate the
individual student d evelopment as well as provide grade -level feedback toward  validated
instructional objectives.

DIBELS assesses students' abilities in the following:

- Initial Sounds Fluency

- Letter Naming Fluency

- Phoneme Segmentation Fluency
- Nonsense Word Fluency

- Oral Reading Fluency

- Retell Fluency

- Word Use Fluency

RUNNING RECORDS
A running record is a method of assessing reading that can be accomplished quick ly and
frequen tl vy . I't is individually conducted and provides

Running records can be used to document reading progress over time, help teachers decide what
students need to learn in order to reach the next perfo  rmance level , and match students to

appropriate books (just --right books). Readers will be assessed more than three formal
assessment times a year (lower level students more frequently than higher level students) even
though the data will be formally coll ected three times a year. We use the Fountas and Pinnell text

gradient chart to gauge student reading levels.

STUDENT ATTENDANCE & PUNCTUALITY

Our Instructional Day / Arrival and Dismissal

Arrival time for students who eat breakfast in school begins at 7:20 a.m. Students will b e picked
up by their teachers inthe ~ MPR no later than 7:55 a.m. Instruction begins promptly at 8:00 a.m .
Any student reporting to school after 8:00 a.m. must get a late pass at the reception desk before
proceeding to his/her class. If a child demonstrat es a pattern of arriving late to school, a letter will

be sent home to the parent by the teacher or Principal requesting a meeting or phone conference

to discuss the reason for a child's chronic lateness to school.
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For the security and safety of our chil dren here at CSEE parent/s and/or legal guardian/s are the
only designated individuals to pick up a child from school. If there is an emergency that impedes

a parent's ability to pick up their child from school at any time, a signed note from the

parent/ guardian granting the school permission to release the child to an individual other than the
parent/legal guardian, parent designee as noted on the emergency contact form. The note must
provide a telephone number where the parent or guardian can be reache d so that consent by
tel ephone is granted verbally, also. The individual picking the child up from school must present

photo identification and sign the child out from school. The school will not release any student

to any individual unable to present phot o identification.

Each class will be assigned a designated area for line up in the morning and a dismissal

plan/schedule for the end of the day begins at 3:45 p.m. Parents are expected to make the
necessary arrangements to have their children picked up o n time from school every day no later
than 4:00 p.m.

Accurate attendance records are kept daily. If a child will be absent, the parent should call the

school to inform the school of the reason for their child's absence. Upon a child's return to school

the parent must submit an absence note. In cases of extended non -attendance to school for
med ical reasons, a doctor's note will be requested.

will phone the parent and place comments in the attendance book. Al | attendance records are
placed in the childbés permanent record file.

We look forward to partnering with parents in enforcing consistent attendance, which is critical to

the continuity of the learning process and student success. As we uphold standards fo r student
success, we encourage parents to help their children maintain exemplary attendance. In fact,

academic testing and report card grades depend on consistent and prompt arrival at school in the
morning and full daily attendance.

SCHOOL SAFETY POLICIES

While we cannot prevent each and every emergency, our pledge to parents is to keep you informed
and current about our school & safety procedures.

Keep in mind that these procedures are NOT intended to limit a parent's access to their child.
Rathe r, these safety protocols are designed to make sure that staff knows who is in the building
and around our children at all times.

¢ Visitordés Procedures
Visitor's procedures are intended to ensure the security and safety of our children and staff.

Repor t to the Reception Desk to announce your visit.

Present a Photo ID and sign our Visitor's Log  (indicating your time of arrival and
your intended destination).

Obtain a Visitor's Pass and wear it so that it is visible to all staff and students in the
build ing. While in the building, please wear your pass at all times

Take a seat in our reception area and wait there for further assistance. Please do

not proceed past the reception area until you have been instructed to do so.

Sign out and return your visit or's pass to the reception desk.

Early Release of Students

Early release for students is not an option except under the following circumstances:

e The studentds parent has a proven family emergenc

e The student is suffering from an illness or injury or need s a change of clothing

e The student creates a situation in which he or she is a threat to the other students or to a
teacher or to him/herself

e The parent natifies the school in writing, preferably in advance, or calls us the previous day

e The parent notifies the teacher, early in the AM, and the early dismissal is noted. All early
dismissals are noted in the class Attendance Book.
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e Parent is required to sign the student out in the Early Release Book located at the reception
desk and must also sign the student  s' Pick Up Information Card.

Late Release of Students

Dismissal is at 4:00 p.m. CSEEexpects students to be picked up from school on time every

day. In the event there is an emergency and a parent is not able to arrive on time for

dismi ssal, parent or designee must contact the school by calling 914 -476 -5070 to inform the
school of the situation. Parent must either indicate a reasonable time he/she will arrive to the

school or designate a person/s to pick up the child. Any person/s designated to pick u pa

student in the event of an emergency must be listed on the students' Emergency Contact Card

and must come prepared to present proof of identity (photo identification) before the school
releases the student.

ENTRANCE AND EXIT PR OCEDURES

e ENTRANCE PROCEDURES

Upon arrival, all visitors, including PTO Officers and parent volunteers, are required to sign
in and receive an ID badge at the  Reception Desk . The wearing of ID badges will assist

school personnel in identifying those who should not be in the building. Unl ess specifically
authorized by a staff member, no visitors will be allowed to proceed beyond the Reception
Area.

If a person is not an employee, and is not wearing a visitor badge, employees will request

that person to follow proper procedure and get a visitor badge from the  Reception Desk
Refusal to follow procedures and/or show identification will result in denial of access to
the school.

e LATE PROCEDURES
Late arrivals - Between 8:00 AM and 9:00 AM, parents should drop off their children at the
door.

e SPECIAL EVENTS

During other special events where large groups of visitors will be present (open houses,
holiday events, etc.), the principal will have the discretion to waive the sign -in and sign
out/ID badge procedure.

We encourage all membe rs of our community to take responsibility for their part in
maintaining a safe school environment by promoting compliance with school rules, and
repor ting potential problems to the principal.

Student Supervision

HOMEWO RK POLICY

Homework is an essential component of a good and effective instructional program. Students are
expected to do homework on a daily basis (Monday through Friday/including weekends). Students

must complete and submit homework assignments on time. Homework should serve as a follow
up and reinforcement to the day's lesson and/or practice of skills learned previously. Teachers

will make every effort to vary the types of homework assignments that are assigned so students so

that students are able to  practice skills in all areas of reading, writing and technology whenever
possible. Completing homework assignments on a daily basis helps students to develop
respons ible study habits at an early age. *Every classroom has a Class Homework Notebook that
is accessible to parents upon request who want to check on missed assignments. These notebooks

are updated daily.

Homework MUST be assigned to students during  all school holidays and vacations. This includes
Thanksgiving, Christmas, Winter Spring and Summer Recesses . Activities are intended to
provide practice in reading, math, writing and research skills. Homework should not be
overwhel ming and should always provide easy to read and understand instructions. Teachers will

not assign homework that is not relevant to topics covered in class. Students should be able to
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reference notes from their class notebooks that will support them in completing assignments at
home.

If a student is absent from school, he/she is responsible for making up homework. | f a parent
knows that their child will be absent for an extended period of time, the parent is responsible for

notifying the school and the teacher and making arrangements to get all missed work, homework

and projects. A parent/guardian is expected to sig n homework assignments and tests/quizzes

that are sent home for correction and review.

PARENTS AS PARTNERS/ SUPPORTING EDUCATION AT HOME

The school expects parents to monitor homework to ensure children are completing all required
assignments throughout t he school year (including homework packets assigned during school
breaks and summer vacation). Homework should be signed regularly by a parent.

Please return the lower portion of the
letter with your signat  ure acknowledging your support.

The school expects parents to respond to and sign all communications from the school that
requests a parent signa ture. This includes parents signing and immediately returning report

cards, Academic Progress Alerts, communications from the school, tests, transportation violations

and other important documents that indicate that you have received and followed up on sc hool
requests.

SCHOOL COMMUNICATION S FOLDER

Every student in every class should have a School Communications Folder (preferably red in
color). This folder is intended to be interactive between school and home to ensure that
communic ations sent fromt he school reach parents and notices requiring follow or signatures get
returned to school. Teachers will send via this folder, school notices, program announcements,
important documents, notes to parents, and all other school correspondence. Parents are e xpected
to check for notices sent by the teacher and/or the school daily. Please respond to notices on as
instructed in school notices to avoid missing appointments and important deadlines . Students
absent on days notices are sent home must receive notic es/information upon returning to school.
Teachers are expected to check students' Communication Folders for notes and information
returned from parents to the school (Ex. Field trip permission slips, registration forms for student

activities, etc). Plea se check your child's Red Folder daily and utilize these folders to get, send and
return required information.

TOOLS FOR LEARNING

A list of basic supplies is mailed home to parents in August. This list may not include some

supplies teachers may want th  eir students to have. Therefore, parents may receive an additional

list of school supplies at the beginning of the school year from the teacher requesting school

supplies required for the year. It is important that students come prepared with all tools f or
learning every day.  This includes children coming to school with pencils, pens (for upper grades)

and any other materials necessary to work, study, and learn.

The school has the responsibility to educate your child, we would not be effectively fulfill ing our
role in serving your child adequately if he/she comes to school unprepared and missing the

mat erials needed to be successful in school. If a student demonstrates of pattern of coming to
school without the necessary tools for learning (missing text books, materials, pens/pencils,
notebooks, etc.), a meeting with the parent will be requested by the teacher, social worker, or
principal.

Students are to utilize standard Composition (Marble) Notebooks. Teachers will send a list of
school supplies tha t your child will need for this school year.
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PARENT RESPONSIBILIT Y FOR RETURNING AND REPLACING LOST/DAMAG ED TEXTBOOKS

Textbooks that are taken home  and assigned to students must be covered . It is recommended
that parents cover student workbooks, also. Parents are responsible for reimbursing the school
the cost of any tex tbooks that their child loses or damages. In the event a parent discharges
their child from the school, all school property including textbooks must be returned to the

school before o fficial records  can be released to the new school

ACCESS TO STUDENT RE CORDS

All student records include educational information, which identifies the student either by name,

number, or some other way, and are either in written form or on a computer. They include
personal and educational information such as test scores, attendance, and guidance folders. They

do not include discipline referrals or notes written by teachers or other school personnel about the

student. All student records are confiden tial and are enclosed in locked file cabinets.

Access to Student Records by Parents, Legal Guardians, and Students

A Authorized requests for studentsd records wild/l be
wri ting.
A The parent or eligible student is entitled to duplicate these records or computer printouts.

However, original records may not be removed from the school.

A Access to the record will be made possible at the earliest convenient date. In no case will the
waiting period be more than forty -five days a fter the parent or eligible student has made a
request for access.

A Parents or eligible students can make notes regarding the records. The record search is
completed at no cost to the parent or student. Duplication fee is at cost but not to exceed
twenty -five cents per page. If the fee becomes a hardship for the parent or eligible student
consider ation to waive the fee will be given.

A The Principal will arrange for a staff representative to explain and interpret the record data to
the parent upon request.

A Parents who are disabled or who live outside of the school district are entitled to have
phot ocopies forwarded to them. The Principal will arrange for a staff member to interpret the
record data to the parent by telephone or by mail.

A In the case of estran ged, divorced, or separated parents, or in the case of custody issues,

requests by the custodial parents or |l egal custodi
honored as outlined above.

A In the case of requests by non -custodial parents to view the chil dds records, t he
parent or legal custodian will be notified of such request, and after forty -five days, if no
documents are found which bar the non  -custodial parent from viewing these records, the
records will then be made available to the non -custodial parent.

A If the education records contain information regarding more than one student, the parent or
eligible student may inspect and review the information that pertains only to his/her child or
the eligible student.

THE USE OF CELL PHONES/ELECTRO NIC DEVICES POLICY FOR STUDENTS

Cell phones, beepers, and other digital/technical devices/toys are strictly prohibited in the school.
Exceptions are made ONLY for students that have extenuating circumstances that require them to

have a phone when coming to and from school. A parent/guardian must send the principal
written notice requesting permission to have a child bring a cell phone to school. If the principal
authorizes a student to have a cell phone on premises, the conditions are that the cell phon e must
be shut off until dismissal and the phone can not be visible or accessible to another student.

We discourage students bringing cell phones, electronic games, and other costly toys to school as

these devices can get lost, damaged or stolen. We enco  urage parents NOT to send children to
school with large sums of money. Keep money to a minimum of $2.00 - $3.00 and ONLY when
necessary. THE SCHOOL IS NOT RE SPONSIBLE OR LIABLE FOR THE LOSS OF MONE Y OR ITEMS
THAT ARE PROHIBITED IN THE SC HOOL.
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REPORTING A CONCERN

If a parent has a concern and/or complaint below please find the appropriate protocols
established to address these matters.  All matters of concern must be first addressed at the
building level with the Principal.

Concern/Complaint Process

1. Request a meeting to discuss any concerns first with the Principal or complete a Complaint
Form that will be forwarded to the Principal for review and follow up.

2. Some concerns/complaints may require documenting. Complaint forms can be requested
at the Reception Desk in the school's main lobby or from any school administrator.

3. Principal reviews complaint/  concern and contacts the parents within 48 hours. Serious
concerns are prioritized and responded to immediately.

4. If the matter is not resolved to the s atisfaction of the parent on the school level, a parent
cancontact Vi ct ory Sc h o oof Asadenizs rMaxy Cardero at 212-786-7900 .

5. If the Regional Director is not able to resolve the matter to the satisfaction of the parent,
the parents may send a w ritten complaint to the Secretary of the Board, Nadine Burns -
Lyons at c/o Victory Schools, Inc. 111 West 57 Street, Suite 525, NY, NY 10019 or fax
Attorney James Stovall, Counselto 212 -265-1742 .

As a public charter, we are responsible for providing
data, feedback, and documentation that demons trates our progress and success as a school at
the end of each school year. Teachers, students and parents will be asked to complete and
submit an end of year survey. We encourage full parent participation in these surveys, which
will be part of our char ter renewal process in five years.

COMMITMENT NOTICES (FOR RE-REGISTERING STUDENTS)

Registration of Students Year to Year

Students are not automatically enrolled at the Charter School of Edugeartto onal
year. Parents must sign a Commitm ent Notice Form re-registering their child every year. These

notices are very important as enrollment in a charter school is based on a lottery system.

if a parent does not return a Continued Enrollment Form indicating his/her desire to continue the
child in the school , the student will lose his/her seat at the end of June . Open seats become
im mediately available to students that apply to the lottery.

Make sure to return your completed form immediately when requested in the spring of every year
to secure a seat for your child yearto year . If a studentis NOT returning to Evergreen, the parent

must return the Commitment Notice indicating "NOT RETURNING". Continued Enrollment Forms
are sentto parents from the school  sometime in April. If a parent  does not receive one, they must
contact the school by the end of April to request one .

WITHDRAWING A STUDEN T FROM SCHOOL

If a parent withdraws (discharges) a student from CSEE and enrolls him/her in another school, the
parent is required to notify the school in advance so that the school can discharge the student
officially and forward his/her academic records onto the new school. It is very important that
parents follow the withdrawal process.
