
  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 
 
 
 

(October 2009)  The Charter School of Educational Excellence is set to host the 
Pajama Program’s 2009 Kick Off Event on Monday, November 9th at 9:00 a.m.  
Students and teachers at CSEE are thrilled they will get an opportunity to give back to 
the Pajama Program, an organization that has donated hundreds of library books to 
CSEE’s, “Book in the Bag Program”.  Genevieve Piturro, Founder and Executive 
Director of Pajama Program, and a representative of the organization, presented a 
special assembly to CSEE students on Wednesday, September 30th in preparation for 
the kick off in November.  Ms. Piturro discussed the Pajama Program’s purpose and 
presented an inspiring video that immediately stirred interest in students wanting to 
be part of this admirable operation.  “I look forward to giving CSEE students the 
opportunity to put their virtues lessons to practice through charitable activities that 
demonstrate their kind and generous spirits ”, said Ms. Piturro.  
  
The Pajama Program, a not-for-profit organization, provides warm pajamas and new 
books to children in need throughout the United States, and the world, many who 
are waiting and hoping to be adopted.  These are youngsters who may not know the 
comforts of a mother or father to tuck them into a cozy bed and read them a 
bedtime story.  Too many of these children have been abandoned, most deprived of 
any love at all.  Since 2001, the Pajama Program has provided more than 350,000 
pajamas and over 140,000 books to children in need nationwide.  
 

Students at the Charter School of Educational Excellence have already started a 
pajama drive in their classrooms to raise money to purchase and donate new 
pajamas to the Pajama Program on November 9th.  Principal Catalina Castillo 
expressed, “Activities that reinforce the virtue of giving ties in perfectly with our Core 
Virtues theme for November, Charity.  Our students engaging in a charitable 
undertaking  such as this will promote enduring qualities we hope to instill in our 
students.  We are all very thankful to be partnering with the Pajama Program and 
joining their team of reputable embassadors to help those less fortunate”.
